  Minutes of Oct. 11 Meeting

  meeting.)  

  ARES: Steve K3IZ stated that last month Pat WJ0T and Debra KG4URO helped

  at the National Airport drill.  Steve stated that the Mount Vernon Hospital may

  pay for a dual band radio, and that the hospital would install both the rig and a

  new antenna.  It was mentioned that any rig should do packet, and that it should

  have access to emergency power (i.e. generator).  Steve mentioned that red

  outlets around the hospital provide such emergency power.  The Marine Corp

  Marathon is coming up, and member may still be able to sign up.  Jeff AI4IO is

  not the chief RACES person for Fairfax County.
